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Strengthening the values of Pancasila for elementary school 

students is an important aspect of shaping the character and 

identity of students. The purpose of this dedication is to socialize 

the strengthening of the values of Pancasila to the students of 

primary school and any obstacles to strengthening the value of the 

Pancasilla. The method of dedication used in the socialization of 

strengthening Pancasilas values is the method of lectures and 

discussions.

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INTRODUCTION 

Strengthening Pancasila's values is an important aspect for elementary school students. 

Pancasila is the foundation of the Indonesian state with five foundations or values that are the 

foundations of life as a society, nation, and state. In the context of education, the introduction and 

understanding of Pancasila becomes crucial because it will shape the character and personality of 

students from an early age. Pancasila's early values will help them understand justice, unity, 

democracy, and human values. By understanding the values of Pancasila, students will love the country 

and its people more and understand the importance of unity and unity in diversity. Pancasila's values, 

like gotong royong and tolerance, are important aspects of national and national life.  

By understanding Pancasila, students will learn to appreciate differences, work together, and 

help each other. Such an effort requires a profound role in providing comfort. Socializing the practice, 

planting and understanding of the values of Pancasila can shape the character (Widiatmoko et al., 2023; 

Suhartini et al., 2023). The business culture of the country's basic values will be developed 

constructively, conceptual and functionally (Adi, 2016). The diversity of character and attitudes of 

children who are difficult to advise and have poor out-of-school habits becomes a challenge in 

strengthening Pancasila's values. (Fadhilah & Adela, 2020).  

Pancasila is an ideology of the Indonesian state. This means that the Pancasila values can 

strengthen the national identity that forms the broad national insight and can prevent the occurrence of 

a sense of radicalism that can undermine the values of Pancasilla and the nationality. Strengthening 

the values of Pancasila that he applies in school can lead to a change in student development. (Panjaitan 

et al., 2023; Kiska et al., 2023; Aminuddin et al., 2021; Mali et al., 2023). The strengthening depends 

heavily on the commitment of schools and teachers to implement Pancasila-oriented learning. 

(Lathifah et al., 2022; Siringoringo & Simanjuntak, 2023).  

Often, Pancasila education in formal schools has been more emphasized on the cognitive side, 

knowledge. Students are invited to memorize the content of the Pancasila, the teacher explains the 

content and purpose of the existing lease, and after that, there is a repeat or test (Suparno, 2021). It 

requires reinforcement that requires practice and integration into student life. For example, the 

implementation of Pancasila's values on the realization of a disagreement aimed at achieving goodwill, 

a tolerance attitude, an attitude of self-righteousness, and a relocation of humanity, such as helping 

citizens in difficulty. This can strengthen the values of Pancasila that encourage the participation of a 

student. (Maharani et al., 2021). The condition of Pancasila's value experience becomes more 

important than just the cognitive aspect.  

School, as one of the primary foundations of education, is the chairmanship of the successor 

generations of the nation. In addition to the threat of globalization that could undermine the value of 
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Pancasila, it requires an effort to strengthen Pancasilla's value in the Basic School environment. 

Successful implantation of Pancasila's values requires the applied cultivation of the environment, 

school, and family can influence the formation of the character of the Pancasila values. Given the issue, 

implementing this dedication is aimed at strengthening the values of Pancasila to pupils in primary 

school.   

METHODOLOGY 

The method of devotion used in the socialization of strengthening Pancasila's values is the 

method of lectures and discussions. The event will occur on October 21, 2022, at the Gracia Sustain 

Primary School of Medan. As for the participants of the activity, they are students of 2nd grade Sd 

Gracia Sustain.

As for the stages of implementation: 

1. Data gathering at the site to find out the situation of problems in the school to provide possible 

solutions to solve the problem through socialization. 

2. Socialization with the method of lectures is carried out to raise the participants' awareness about 

the importance of the conversation. 

3. The discussion method is applied so that the activity's participants can understand the material 

delivered, and taking responsibility for the source will expand the participants' understanding. 

4. The evaluation is done by asking questions to students in a question-and-answer session.  

RESULTS & DISCUSSION 

Implementing the socialization activities at the Gracia Sustain Field Elementary School runs 

with the enthusiasm of students who accurately grasp the material, ask questions and answer questions. 

The socialized material with the themes of separation and the importance of separation in life, 

especially in school, encourages students to be aware of the need to solve issues and decide together.

Next, after the material is submitted, proceed with interacting with the students to ensure their 

understanding and answer the questions that arise. The question-and-answer session relates to the 

material presented to the student.
